This is a useful block when displaying groups of 

content such as short FAQs or grouping topics. 

Each accordion can include other block types 

including images, tables, and buttons.  

 

Long FAQs can be created as a separate web 

page or downloadable. 

 

 

Used on Incidents and Alerts pages or where 

there is an alert related to the content on a page. 

 

Image size - 230px x 303px  

 

 

 

They look odd on their own. Don’t recommend 

usage. 

 

Can be added into an accordion if necessary. 

 
 

 

Can be used with or without background colour.  

 

Draws attention to encourage user to take action 

and click the CTA.

Can display 2/3/4 cards next to each other.  

Can include:  

• Icon (not image) 

• title (required) 

• description 

• link (required) 

Icon cards – 2up 
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Could be used to highlight sub-pages or important 

related pages. 

 

 

Please note – 4up design does not display button 

link (space constraints). Linked material can still 

be accessed by clicking within the icon card.

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Full-width of page (huge). Use only if adds

Colour block, with description (like a call to action) 

but an image related. *image size restriction.  

Need to think about the use of this.

Document, links, media, other pages. Can display 

mixed-media links (pdf, web link etc).

Landing page (used by web team).  

Automates from sub-pages but via Page Summary 

and Image. Summary and images needed for

Same display as image lift-out. Displays heading 

and description alongside a thumbnail of the 

video. Ensure to add video description.
